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Dido Raises The Flag Round The World

Dido broke sales records round the world this week with the phenomenal success of her new album ‘Life For Rent’. 

In the UK, ‘Life For Rent’ sold over 400,000 making it the biggest selling first week since Oasis’ ‘Be Here Now’ in 1997. It enjoyed the biggest first day sales of the year with over 100,000. Previously, the biggest selling first week album sold 114,000 and Dido almost equalled this in a day!
